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“Known by Love”

1 Corinthians 8:3 “But if any man love God, the same is known of him.” 
 
In our text we see this truth, that if we love God, the same is known of us.  But what does this mean, “the same is known 
of him?” I would like to meditate on two possible reflection of this statement.  

First, we must see the object of our love; it is none other than God himself. When you love God with all your 
heart it will make a difference in the way you live and the decisions you make.  Loving God is something you live not say.  
It is spending time with him, longing to be in his presence and never in a hurry to be apart from him. When you love God 
you will live in obedience to his word.  No other authority will dominate you as will the truths of God’s word.  In obeying 
God’s word you will be kind and gentle towards others, not just strangers but your spouse, children and neighbors.  You 
will regularly attend a Bible preaching church, after all this is the only organization Jesus Christ set up while he was here 
on earth.  You cannot love God any more than you love reading his word, helping others in his name or being apart of 
spreading the gospel to lost sinners which is the great commission to every believer.  Our prayer life, personal devotions, 
kindness toward others, charity & giving are all part of us showing our love for God. You cannot love God any more than 
your actions display.  Love is so much more than something you say, it must be an attitude that is acted out in the life of 
every believer.  

Last, we see the consolation or reward to this kind of love.  The verse says “… the same is known of him.” 
Meaning that others will see this great love and you will be known as a kind, loving, and gentle soul.  What a reputation 
that will be brought upon our unworthy heads.  To be known for these characteristics should be held as one of the greatest 
honors bestowed upon humanity, and should be sought after with great diligence.  This verse also assures us that if men 
will see this love, it can then not be hidden from God our Father who knows and sees all.  To be known of God and have 
fellowship with him is to be in perfect peace and rest.  There can be no greater joy and peace than to have the God of 
creation search our heart and find it in complete submission to him.   We should count it a privilege to know and be 
known of God, it should cause us to do our best to live and serve him every day, putting away sinful lust and desires, to 
please him not ourselves should be our goal.  2 Timothy 2:19  says “Nevertheless the foundation of God standeth sure, 
having this seal, The Lord knoweth them that are his. And, Let every one that nameth the name of Christ depart from 
iniquity.”  Let us not say we love God, any old sinner can do that, but rather let us live out our love for God, daily serving 
him by serving others.

Ontario Premier Dalton McGuinty, a self-described Catholic, is on a personal mission to end the 
daily recitation of the Lord's Prayer in Queen's Park, home of Ontario's governing body. Three 
months ago, he announced to his colleagues that it was time to "move beyond the open 
acknowledgement of Christianity in the Ontario government." To spur on the process, he asked a 
committee to draft a "religiously neutral prayer" that would replace it. Despite Canada's rampant 
liberalism, the majority of citizens are still professing Christians, thousands of whom have not 
embraced McGuinty's idea. The plan has prompted such concern that the Queen's Park website 
crashed from the nearly 6,000 emails in protest. Hundreds of other phone calls have overwhelmed 

the lines, forcing McGuinty to defend himself in the press and on the airwaves. Even the premier's own mother has 
chastised her son for abandoning his faith. Although McGuinty refuses to back down, he has agreed to consider his 
committee's recommendation.

Bro. Greg and his family serve in Gwinn, Michigan. His family is one of 
the Missionary families we support here at Victory.   
 
 
 
 

 
It was good to hear from everyone at Victory FWB Church.  I am grateful for your interest and 

support of our work here in Gwinn, Michigan.  We minister in Marquette County right outside of 
Marquette city.  We are located on what used to be the K.I. Sawyer Air Force Base that was closed 
down in 1995.  They began to develop it into a community in 2000 and we started here in 2001.  We 
had our first service on October 21, 2001.  When we first moved here there were approximately 600 
people living on the base and now there is nearly 5,000 people here.  We are an unusual mission 
work because most works go and start in an established community and we started about the same 
time as the community did.  The dominant religions are Lutheran and Catholicism.  There are very 
few good Churches in the county and none that believe as we do.  
    The late spring and all of summer is wonderful.  The fall is majestic with the beautiful colors of the 
leaves.  But the winters are long and very difficult.  There is lots of snow, as well as, days and weeks 
of below freezing weather with never a break.  This makes life difficult in several ways.  It is some 
times hard to get around in the bad weather.  We had a man who had been saved in our Church that 
was out on the road during a blizzard.  He ran off the road and apparently tried to walk for help, they 
found him dead 200 feet from his car.  It also makes things difficult financially.  The energy bills are 
unbelievable.  The weather plus the rise in fuel cost has made every ones heat and electricity go up.  
There is also a high rate of depression in the area according to my doctor.  Because the overcast 
snowy skies and there is no sun light for days on end.  He called it a seasonal depression.  These 
conditions make where we live a very transient area.  People move in and decide they can't take it 
and move away.  This gives you a picture of not only where we live but a picture of the people we 
minister to.  Many, even most of them are having a difficult time.  They are overwhelmed with the 
harsh conditions and high cost of living.  They don't know how they are going to make it.  The 
economy in Michigan is very weak right now.  Some feel hopeless and see no way out.  Add to this 
the spiritual darkness that is prominent in our area.  Many are Catholic or Lutheran in name only.  The 
truth is they are “unchurched” and know little about Jesus.  That makes it really difficult. It is 
overwhelming and hopeless.  They have no where to turn.  That is why we must be here, to 
shed "The Son Light"  in their paths so that they can find the way and who to turn to.  Some times I 
don't know how we are going to make it but I know we have to.  What if our Church had not been here 
to tell Charles about Jesus?  He kneeled at an altar that the prayers and gifts of Victory FWB Church 
and other Churches like it provided for him.   
   I look forward to seeing Pastor Jason and the rest of the Church family in August.
