1952 with the purpose of evangelizing Ecuador'ssua Indians. While working with the Quichua Indian
they began preparing to reach the violent Huadratian tribe which were known at the time as the#si
They made contact from their airplane with the Augaing a loudspeaker and a basket to pass dotsn gif
After several months, the men decided to buildselzashort distance from the Indian village, alihrgg
Curaray River. There they were approached onelyreesmall group of Aucas and even gave an airpidee
to one curious Auca. Encouraged by these frienatpenters, they began plans to visit the Aucasthmit
plans were preempted by the arrival of a largeugraf 10 Aucas men, who killed the five missionsios
January 8, 1956.

Jim Elliot’s wife, Elisabeth, and other missionarigorked among the Auca Indians, where they hadfaynd
impact and helped bring many people to Christ.

Pete Fleming was killed by a man named Kimo, witerleecame one of the first Huaorani converts to
Christianity.

Ed McCully's wife, Marilou, returned to Ecuador alied in Quito for 6 years running a home for nossiry
children.

Nate Saint's sister, Rachel, continued the missifonts to the Huaorani. Nate’s son, Steve, nowk&avith the
Huaorani Indians and often travels around the wpré&hching the gospel, often accompanied by, amaared
Mincaye, one of the killers of the missionaries.
