Anti-Christian riots have been reported in Ramalidazareth and surrounding villages as well as in
towns in Gaza, where Christians have been targetscbres of attacks.

In Bethlehem, the Christian population was 90 petrbefore the PA took control in December 1995.
Christians now make up less than 25 percent ofl@a¢im. One of the most urgent problems involves
the confiscation of Christian property by locahislists.
