 2009, The New York Times reported on the 

devastating effect that the ñdrying upò of the great 

Euphrates River is having on the economy and everyday 

life of the people in that area of the Middle East.  Since the 

creation of this earth, the Euphrates River has been and 

well established land mark and major source of water and 

industry to the Middle East.

Proverbs 11:14, ñWhere no counsel is, the people fall: but 
in the multitude of counsellors there is safety.ò 
  

Many times in our young lives we have to make 
big decisions. We choose friends, we choose classes, we 
choose college, we choose a boyfriend or girlfriend. All of 
these are very important decisions. Friends can alter the 
way we think and act. The classes we choose to take in 
high school can affect our decision to attend college and 
even what path we will take in college. College will help 
prepare us for a career. A boyfriend or girlfriend may lead 
to a lifelong spouse. All of these decisions that we make 
can have a bearing on our future and most of us make 
them before we are 25 years old.  
 We are put in a position to set a path for the rest 
of our life without much experience to draw from. We are 
preparing for college before we know if we even want to 
go. We are picking friends before we know if they will be 
a good or bad influence on us. So how do we make an 
informed decision on so little information? 
 The answers can always be found in the word of 
God. Take our text verse. It gives us both a positive and 
negative result. First, it lists the negative. What happens if 
I try to do it on my on? The Bible wars that ñpeople fallò. 
The word ñfallò here carries the idea of failure. Making 
decisions without seeking wisdom beyond our own will 
lead ultimately to failure. Maybe not today or even 
tomorrow but as the preacher R.G. Lee put it there will be 
a ñpay day someday.ò Galatians 6:7 reminds us, ñBe not 
deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man 
soweth, that shall he also reap.ò 
 So failure is imminent for those who would try to 
forge the way on there on so what should we do? The 
verse goes on to promise safety in the ñmultitude of 
counselors.ò Just Ask! But who do we ask? The Bible 
even answers that for us:

Gospel For Asia Missionary Profile 

Name: Shyam Tamang 

Location: Sikkim, India 

Shyam Tamang didn't listen the first time a missionary told him about Jesus. He didn't listen the second time, 

either. But the missionary wouldn't stop visiting him, and Shyam couldn't keep ignoring his message. 

Shyam's faith in Jesus today is a result of that missionary's persistence. Now a 

Gospel for Asia native missionary himself, Shyam works with the same 

determination that eventually led him to Christ. Even after being threatened in 

one villageðthat if he ever returned with his message about Jesus, the 

villagers would kill himðhis response embodied the perseverance of his 

whole ministry. 

"The love of God compels me to return again and again to this village and 

share about Christ's love to them," writes Shyam about the incident. "I 

strongly believe that these same people will one day come to know Christ as 

their Lord and be saved." 

The Lord has used Shyam's tireless determination to bring many people to 

salvation. A church has also formed as a result. Every week as he looks out at 

the believers who gather, he sees the result. 

Part of that congregation, Priti and her daughter are Christians even though her 

husband is a Buddhist monk. Shyam had visited their home several times with 

the message of salvation, but they were not interested until Priti began suffering from an illness that doctors 

could not identify. Her husband's prayers (and those of his fellow monks) and medical treatment failed to help 

Priti. It was not until Shyam prayed that she recovered. Priti and her daughter both received Jesus as their 

Savior as a result of the healing. 

Jubhana didn't want the missionary's prayers the first time she heard about Jesus, either. But she showed up at 

his church, desperate, when her small son was sick and when she also became ill. The Lord healed both of them, 

which led her to receive salvation. 

As well as persevering in evangelism, Shyam works hard to disciple these young Christians. And as he trains 

them to help him with his outreach and as they follow his example, each one adds to the legacy of that first 

unrelenting missionary who led Shyam to Christ.
