“The Great New Testament Church”

Besides the home, there is no greater institution mentioned in the Word of God than the local New 

Testament church.  Out of the 27 books of the New Testament, 20 of them mention the local church. Let’s see 

what the Bible says about Christ’s church; the Bible says… Jesus is the architect & builder of his church: Matt. 

16:18 ñ éI will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.ò Christ is the head of his 

church: Eph. 5:23 ñé Christ is the head of the churchéò  The church is to submit to Christ’s authority: Eph. 

5:24 ñ..the church is subject unto Christéò  Christ nourishes his church: Eph. 5:29 For no man ever yet 

hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church.ò  Christ loves & died for 

his church: Eph. 5:25 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for 

it.ò  God wants his house to be filled with people:  Luke 14:23 ñéGo out into the highways and hedges, and 

compel them to come in, that my house may be filled.ò  The Lord adds to his church: Acts 2:47 ñé.the Lord 

added to the church daily such as should be saved.ò  Christ was also with the Old Testament church in the

ñéwhen ye come together in the churchéò The church is the place of biblical teaching and instruction: 1 

Cor.  4:17 ñéas I teach every where in every church.ò We are to serve to church: Rom. 16:1 ñéa servant of 

the churchéò The church also resolves quarrels between it’s members: Matt. 8:17 ñétell it unto the 

churchéò  The church is a place for singing: Heb. 2:12 ñé in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto 

thee.ò The church prayed without ceasing: Acts 12:5 ñéprayer was made without ceasing of the churchéò 

 

It is clear to see from scripture that the local church is mighty important in God’s eyes.  God intends for 

his followers to regularly be in church to learn, bring our tithes, fellowship, to be encouraged and be an 

encouragement to other believer’s.

Strength through Fire 
Excerpt from “Gospel for Asia” 

 

Rati wasn't yet 16 when she married missionary Manja Tamang, but she joined him whole-heartedly in serving 

the Lord, following in his father's footsteps. Rati herself was part of Manja's father's legacy, for he had been the 

one to lead her family to Christ. And although Rati and Manja were very young, they put their whole hearts into 

their ministry and their marriage vows—even though a Nepali prison has tested the limits of both. 

 

"I didn't know what was going on," Rati says of the day seven years ago when she learned her husband had been 

arrested. She was home with their two children while Manja was out doing ministry during the day, as he 

always did. But this evening, Manja wouldn't come home. Rati eventually learned that Manja had discovered a 

body that day along the trail and reported it to police. He was arrested, convicted of murder, and sentenced to 20 

years in prison.  

 

Faced with the prospect of caring for their seven-year-old son and four-year-old daughter alone, Rati clung to 

God's Word.  

 

"Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will 

help thee; Yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my rightousness." (Isaiah 41:10).  

 

"But as it is written, Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of man, the things 

which God hath prepared for them that love him." (1 Corinthians 2:9).  

 

"These are promises I hold onto," Rati says. The strength she found has helped her not only stay faithful to her 

husband and her Lord, but proactively take on the ministry her husband was forced to leave behind. Rati teaches 

a kindergarten class and on Fridays after school she joins an outreach team to bring the Gospel house-to-house. 

She believes very strongly in women's ministry at her church, training up more women to reach out in their 

communities and earn money in creative ways to fund other outreaches. But she doesn't consider her ministry 

independent. She is eagerly awaiting the day when Manja will again take his place in their family. "While my 

husband is in prison, I carry the ministry until he comes out, so that as a family we will continue together," Rati 

explains.  

 

And although Manja can't do the ministry that Rati has taken on, a whole new mission field has opened up to 

him. Manja has been appointed a prison medical assistant and has been able to complete an education degree. 

He leads a Bible study and has won more than 35 people to Christ. "God is sovereign," Rati says. "The prison 

could never be reached with the Gospel unless someone goes and lives there."  

 

Even through the emotional battering of repeated trials, appeals and failed requests for Manja's release, Rati has 

held firmly to the Lord. She is raising her children in that hope, and as precious years fly by, she knows that it is 

God who is in control. "I believe that if we go through the fire, the Lord prepares our soul," she says. "So all 

this process is fire, and I want to be faithful to my promise. And I know the Lord is going to bless our family."
