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“Oh Be Careful Little Mouth What You Say”

“…let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints; Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor 
jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks.  Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns 
and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord; Giving thanks always for all 
things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ; Ephesians 5:3b-4, 19-20 
 
If you read Ephesians 5:1-20, it won’t take long for you to realize that the content of those scriptures deals with 
the topic of foolish talking.  Most of us have been exposed to off color remarks and just plain filthy language, 
but this scripture was not written to the Sailors Club or the Poker Crowd it was written to the church of Christ 
there in Ephesus.  God is clear in these scriptures as to what he expects in the way of our conversations. Our 
speech is one of the most influential tools we have to convey our message to others.  People will see the “real 
you” through your speech.  We can never expect to make a powerful impact for God if our speech is not clean 
and holy as it should be in one of his children.  
 
We live in a world with so much “hate speech” directed in so many different ways to different people, and as it 
always goes, hateful words only destroy and tear down the hearer they never lift them up or encourage them.  
We should be careful as to what topics of conversation we allow ourselves to be involved in, because someone 
is listening and they will be affected by what we say.  If everything we say affects someone in either a good 
way or a bad way, why not then speak words that will affect them in a good way which will bring positive 
results in their life.       
 
On the other hand, these scriptures give us some light as to what we should be talking about.  “Speaking to 
yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord; 
Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.”  We are 
encouraged to speak of the good things of our God.  To brag and give thanks for what our great Savior has done 
in our lives.  People hear enough of the foul language and perverted talk, in the work place and on the 
“Hellavision” to make them miserable, so why not be a bearer of good tidings.  People are constantly searching 
for what is good, pure and true. Let the words the flow from our mouth be those very things that men seek.  
May God help us to be remembered for the joy of our speech, the thankfulness of our tone and the calm 
assurance in which we speak our words, that others may see through our speech, our confidence in our God that 
they to might come to him for salvation.  Out of all the things that one may say, let us speak those words of 
eternal life that lay hidden within.
